BUFFALO FEMALE ACADEMY.

This institution was organized seven years ago, and is intended to be a seminary of the first class. It was incorporated by the Regents of the University of New York, and is, therefore, in no sense, a private institution, or made to subserve private interests. With this view, the Trustees feel emboldened to urge its claims. Here, are to be found all the means and appliances of thorough and systematic training, and all the advantages for acquiring the polished graces of elegant social life.

The buildings are large and commodious, and are furnished with books and apparatus to aid the pupil in the study of scientific principles. They are situated in the most eligible and delightful part of the city, about halfa [sic] mile from the principal hotels, and command a beautiful view of the river and the lake. The grounds fronting on Delaware Avenue and extending to a charming private park in the rear, are bounded on the South by Johnson Place, and on the North by Park Place, and are tastefully laid out and ornamented with trees and shrubbery.

The buildings—‘‘Evergreen Cottage’’ and ‘‘Goodell Hall’’—combine all that is desirable in size, arrangement and convenience. The former was erected by the late E. Johnson, Esq., for his private residence. It is built of stone, and is exclusively occupied by the family of the Principal, and the young ladies intrusted to his care, as boarders. It has a front of 86 feet facing Delaware Street, and is 74 feet in depth.

The latter, ‘‘Goodell Hall,’’ has a front of 100 feet, and is 80 feet in depth, and has been expressly erected for academic instruction ; and for spaciousness and convenience, may well challenge comparison with any similar establishments in the country.

It is the purpose of the Trustees to furnish the best instruction in the study of ancient and modern literature ; in music, drawing and painting ; in mathematics, natural science, philosophy and history ; and in all the English branches ; so that the pupils may possess every facility for the acquisition of a sound and polished education.

MUSICAL ACCOMPANIMENT: 


NOTE: The Glenny Building (also known as the Crockery Store) was built in 1877, and was listed as a public hall beginning in 1878. A fire destroyed much of it, and it was re‑built in 1905. The front exterior survived and was incorporated into the new building, which still stands. The 1899–1914 Sanborn lists the Glenny Building as a moving picture show. A later owner, Fred Dennis, re‑named it the Dennis Building. The 1925–1961 Sanborn lists this only as the Dennis Building, with no reference whatsoever to a theatre. “The Main Seneca Corporation purchased the building in 1984 from an heir of Fred Dennis, who had conducted a lawbook publishing and distribution business there for many eyars. The building was then extensively renovated and converted into an office building and was occupied by Marine Midland Bank in 1987. In 1988 the name of the building was changed to the ‘Stanton Building’ in honor of my father, Stanton G. Sweet. In 1989 the Landmark Society of the Niagara Frontier honored the renovation of the Stanton Building with its Pewter Plate Award for ‘distinguished service to preservation’ ” (Letter from David Sweet).

Now for clues: The actual address of the Grand Theatre was 261 Main, and the actual address for the (Little) Hippodrome was 263 Main. Yet in 1910 the City Directory’s Business listings gave the address of the Grand as 257 Main. Then in 1911 the City Directory’s Business listings gave the address of the Grand, once again, at 257 Main, and the (Little) Hippodrome at 255 Main. This indicates that somewhere in the typesetting process part of a line was dropped, resulting in the scrambled addresses and a missing entry.
