No follow-spot booths; follow-spots were in second balcony. Abbott was Harry Abbott, Jr. Peter C. Cornell took over managership in 1902 as part of the Klaw and Erlanger circuit. The Shuberts renamed it the Criterion. The previous management of the Strand took over upon the demolition of the Strand in 1923. Then Shea bought it and removed the stage to make it a cinema. Demolished to make way for the Mercantile Exchange.

The Concert Hall burned down on 24 January 1909 (Buffalo Fire Department Report, 1920, pp. 49, 52, 57). The Teck became a movie house in 1930, having lost its legit audience to the Erlanger. Closed probably in 1933. The Studio Theatre rented the Concert Hall (on the upper two stories above the lobby) for performances in 1936. Largely demolished in 1940 for scrap iron for the war effort. The foundation survived and the lower parts of some of the walls were preserved, and Shea’s New Teck was built inside of the old shell. Shea’s New Teck was later outfitted with Buffalo’s only Cinerama system, as well as with Century JJs for showing 70mm films on the Cinerama screen. Shea’s Teck later became Loew’s Teck. It was demolished except for the lobby, which stood until about 1990. The Buffalo Socialist, by Max Sherover, manager, was published out of the Teck Theatre building from 1911 through at least 1914.

Became a movie house in the teens or twenties. If considered continuous with the Academy of Music, this was the longest continuously running theatre in Buffalo history: 105 years.
