One boiler for heating in winter, and no hot running water. Men’s room downstairs by the lobby, but women’s room was upstairs over it—had to pass by projection booth to get to it. Owned by Wolf Krieger from Batavia and operated by his son Dave. When Wolf’s daughter, Anna, married Albert Francis of Rochester, he gave the Liberty to them as a wedding present, and moved Dave to a liquor store in Batavia. (Anna and Albert had no children.) Projectionist was Michael Lemczik of 229 Gold Street. Closed for one month in the summer of 1933 to remodel and convert to sound, with all new Western Electric optical sound equipment, Super Simplex heads, and Strong lamps with a motor generator set. During remodeling, walls were acoustically treated, and 500 upholstered chairs from the Teck replaced the old plywood seats. Also installed new automatic pea coal furnace. Sold to Basil Brothers in 1937, who demolished it and built the new Apollo Theatre in its place in 1941. The Francises then bought the Commodore.

CURRENT STATUS: Gone. Dilapidated Apollo Theatre on its site.
